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All Ireland Club Championships Rules
 
 Venue: Each entrant can apply to host the event.
 Team Entry Criteria:
·         Squads to be registered by 5pm on 30 November. Clubs that participate in active league can submit their registered ladder as a squad. Clubs that do not participate in active league are limited to a squad of 8 players.
·         Final squad of 6 male players and 5 female payers to be registered 1 week in advance of the event.
·         The team playing ordered must also be finalised at time of final squad submission (1 week in advance of the event). In cases of challenges / disputes, the Tournament Referee will have final say on team playing order.
·         Each participant must be a paid member of Irish Squash at the time of final squad submission.
·         Participating teams must provide at least 1 referee for the weekend of the event.
 Player Entry Criteria:
·         Must be a paid member of Irish Squash.
·         Must be a member of the Club which it is representing.
·         If a player participates in league in 2 Provinces, he / she must declare for 1 Club at the time squad entry.
·         Players representing Clubs from provinces with active leagues must have played 3 league matches for that Club in order to be eligible for the All Ireland Club’s. In the case of long term injury, player eligibility can be appealed.
·         Players from provinces without active leagues must have played in 3 Irish Squash tour events within the previous 12 months.    
·         Each player must be eligible to represent the club in the European Club Championships.
 Tournament Rules: 
·         Player: Male teams will consist of 4 players. Female teams will consist of 3 players.
·         Tournament Format: TBC depending on entrants.
·         Tournament Scoring: In line with European Squash Federation Rules used during the European Club Championships.
